RECOMMENDATION

Recommendation of the City Manager that City Council adopt a RESOLUTION pursuant to a Memorandum of
Understanding amending Resolution No. 2011-43 setting forth hours, wages, and working conditions for
employees represented by the Torrance City Employees Association (TCEA), modifying the Special
Compensation section.

Funding
Funding is available in the City Clerk’s Department operating budget.

BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS

The City Clerk’s Office provides notary services to City departments with frequent use by the Police and
Community Development departments. The notary duty is a requirement for the Deputy City Clerk, who is in
the process of obtaining the certificate. Since 2004, the City Clerk’s Office has relied on one of the Secretaries
to provide the service to City departments and few City employees for matters related to retirement application
processing. The City Clerk supports a second employee capable of notarizing documents since it provides
operational flexibility to the department. According to the City Clerk, the Secretary has notarized 185
signatures, with 95 of those signatures occurring in March (68) and November (27) of 2011. The City
Manager's Office received a request from TCEA that the City provide the Secretary performing notary
functions with a premium.

Recommendation

Staff recommends the approval of a $100 per month notary pay for one Secretary in the City Clerk’s Office
through end of the current TCEA MOU, which is due to expire on June 30, 2012.
