RECOMMENDATION

The City Manager and City Attorney recommends that City Council authorize a payment of
$27,004.97 to Bell, Anderson & Sanders, LLC for appraisal work related to the acquisition
of a portion of Dow Chemical property for the Del Amo Extension project.

FUNDING
Funding is available in the T-30 (Del Amo Extension) project budget

BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS

The services of Bell Anderson and Sanders, LLC were secured in May 2008 to prepare a
valuation for the acquisition of property from Dow Chemical as part of the Del Amo
extension. The potential for moving to condemnation of the property lead to the securing
of services from a firm with expertise in condemnation valuations.

The initial contract was for a $10,000 retainer to start and billable hours to follow. Due to
some billing issues, the cumulative amount for the services performed were not reflected
in the monthly billings. The project is complete and all invoices have been received which
have placed the amount beyond the City Manager's authority to process. The total
amount spent is $64,432.42, payment has been processed up to the City Manager's
authority, and the balance is being requested this evening.
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The current status of the project may require the use of the contractor for médlahon and or

court action, therefore staff will return with a new contract to Your Honorable Body for
those services.
